The state wide discovery sharing system, Senate Bill 

14-190, is to be completed by October 31, 2016. This 

system must be operational by November 1, 2016.  

 

Once this system is in use District Attorney offices will 

no longer be able to charge a fee for discovery. 

 

No revenue has been set aside to compensate 

District Attorney offices for the staff and operational 

costs of producing discovery.
