- Temporary Business License: all persons en-
gaged in business on the Reservation for a pe-
riod of not more than 5 consecutive days. Fee
is $10.00. (Are you selling Valentine’s bas-
kets? You shall not sell for more than 5 days
in a row leading up to the holiday.)

- Special Event Permit: All persons engaged in
business as part of a special event. The fee is
$50.00 per event. (Example: Are you selling
crafts/food for a local craft fair on the PLPT
Reservation? Apply for this one!)

- Charitable Fundraising License (Must pro-
vide 501(c)(3) designation.) Charitable organi-
zations engaged in raising funds for religious
or charitable purposes. Annual fee is $10.00.
(Raising money for your church or to assist
with a family in medical crisis? This is the per-
mit you’d purchase)

- Vendor Permit: Temporary vendors or ped-
dlers selling goods at occasional events on the
Reservation, such as pow-wows, community-
related sales or other cultural activities. Fee is
$50.00 per event. Apply for this one if you are
intending to sell at Sacred Visions, or for
Burning Man, or other related events.
