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He served as Chief of the Department of Laboratory Medicine at the NIH from 1997-2017 
and Chief of the Immunology Service from 1983-2015. He was a member of the Board of 
Directors of the American Board of Allergy and Immunology from 1991-2000 (Chair in 
1996), President of the Clinical Immunology Society (CIS) in 2005, a member of the Board 
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Foundation Boyle Scientific Achievement Award (2022), Department of Health and Human 
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Award (2015), NIAID Merit Award (2015), AAAAI Distinguished Service Award (2013). His 
research interests focused on improving diagnostic methods for immune deficiency 
disorders as well as genetically characterizing undefined disorders of the immune 
system.
