The bill prohibits local governments from enacting or enforcing residential occupancy 

limits except for certain health and safety-related regulations. Starting in FY 2024-25, 

the bill minimally increases state and local workload.

Summary of Legislation 

The bill prohibits local governments, including home rule or statutory cities, counties, towns, 

territorial charter cities, and consolidated cities and counties, from limiting the number of 

people who may live together in a single dwelling, regardless of familial relationship. A local 

government may limit the number of inhabitants in a dwelling if the regulation is tied to 

demonstrated health and safety standards or affordable housing program guidelines. 

State Expenditures 

The bill increases workload in the Department of Local Affairs (DOLA) to respond to technical 

assistance requests from local governments regarding compliance, as well as to develop and 

promote best practices for local governments. This increase is expected to be minimal and no 

change in appropriations is required. 

Local Government 

Local government workload will increase to revise local codes to reflect the requirements of the 

bill, and costs will increase to implement these code changes. These impacts will likely be 

minimal. Additionally, to the extent the bill increases total population in a jurisdiction, local 

governments will experience an increase in demand for services and infrastructure. 
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Correspondingly, local government revenue from various sources may also increase from 

increased population and economic activity within a jurisdiction. The net impact of these 

changes will vary by jurisdiction and has not been estimated. 

Effective Date 

This bill was signed into law by the Governor on April 15, 2024 and takes effect July 1, 2024.
