1. Applicants must be either:
e inthe final year of Haematology advanced training, OR
e within 5 years of completing FRACP and/or FRCPA training in Haematology
2. Australian or New Zealand residents
Be an Ordinary or Trainee member of HSANZ
4. Willing to present a report to the membership of HSANZ at the Annual Scientific Meeting,
Blood after the completion of their Clinical Fellowship
5. Willing to attend the award presentation at the Blood 2024 Gala Dinner
6. Applicants may only receive one HSANZ PhD scholarship or Clinical Fellowship during their
lifetime
7. The HSANZ Clinical Fellowship may not be held in conjunction with another Fellowship. You are
permitted to apply for the HSANZ Clinical Fellowship if
o The outcome of an application for another source of funding is pending
o Partial or “Top up” salary funding is available from another source (e.g. clinical work)
Complementary funding for the applicant’s research from other sources is encouraged, however
this funding should be disclosed. Additional funding for salary may be appropriate according to
the applicants’ situation (eg. part-time clinical appointment) and disclosure will be required at the
time of application, or when the funding is obtained.
