BEFORE YOU ARRIVE:
To adequately prepare for your time on campus, please complete 
the following steps: 

•	 Check your email — if they haven’t already, your 
professor will contact you with additional information on 
how to prepare for your time on campus. Be sure to log 
into your courses and submit any required prework prior to 
your arrival.   

•	 Download the myLU app, which includes a campus map to 
help you navigate our more than 7,000-acre campus.

•	 Order your Flames Pass at least 2 weeks before you’re 
due to arrive by visiting Liberty.edu/FlamesPass and clicking 
“Flames Pass.” You can request to pick up your pass from ID 
& Campus Services when you arrive on campus or have it 
mailed to your home address.

•	 Pack comfortable shoes and check the weather for 
Lynchburg, Va., before you leave! Visit 		
LUOnline.com/IntensiveDress for suggested classroom and 
casual attire.
