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B. ENGLISH
A. Background

Shanghai Alumni Primary School is a government-subsidized primary school. There are 24 classes in the school. All the teaching staff
have passed the benchmark and a majority of teachers has more than 5 years’ teaching experience. In general, students have
advantaged socio-economic backgrounds. They are polite and well — behaved, and there is a good rapport between students and
teachers. Students have performed well in the four learning skills, especially in listening and speaking. Students are making steady
progress in reading and writing. Since a majority of parents work full-time, teachers’ support is indispensable Over the past two years,
the panel had incorporated performing arts, script writing, and presentation skills into our curriculum with a view to enhance
communication skills and creativity of students. Noticeable progress was made in speaking and writing.

B. Aims
The overall aims of the English Language Education curriculum are:
1. To develop a curriculum that is in line with the English Language Education Curriculum Guide suggested by the EDB.

2. To provide learners with learning experiences to increase their language proficiency for study, leisure and personal enrichment;
develop their knowledge, skills and attitudes; and promote lifelong learning so as to enhance their personal and intellectual
development and cultural understanding.

3. To enhance pupils’ initiative, interest and confidence in learning and using English as a second language.
To encourage collaboration among language teachers.
