General English Curriculum Plan
1. Aims

1.1 The overall aims of the English Language Education curriculum are:

* to provide every student of English with further opportunities for extending their knowledge and
experience of the cultures of other people as well as opportunities for personal and intellectual
development, further studies, pleasure and work in the English medium;

. to enable every student to prepare for the changing socio—economic demands resulting from advances in
information technology; these demands include the interpretation, use and production of materials for
pleasure, study and work in the English medium.

1.2 The subject target of English Language is for students to develop an ever—improving capability to use
English:

. to acquire, develop and apply knowledge; and

. to respond and give expression to experience; and within these contexts,

. to develop and apply an ever—increasing understanding of how language is organised, used and learnt.

SWOT Analysis of English Language

Strengths

A school-based curriculum that engages students in different
language contexts is in place.

Key Stage One students are equipped with basic literacy
skills to help tackle more intensive programmes such as P. 3
Speaking Programme and PLPR lessons. In Key Stage Two,
students are exposed to more enrichment programmes such as
P. 4 Drama Programme, P.5 Presentation Programme and P.6
Interview Programme. This is supported by findings that
indicate both students and parents have positive perception
of student learning.

Academic results are encouraging as students perform well
generally in both formal and informal assessments.

Weaknesses

Teachers struggle with covering the intensive
curriculum contents within the tight schedule.
Students study habits: Their school work suffers
because of the lack of ©preparation and
procrastination.

Parental support is inadequate as evidence showed
that some students did not have essential English
knowledge background.

Students exhibit a wide range of English language
abilities and diversity.

Opportunities

Financial backing allows additional expertise to boost
students’ learning. This makes it possible to implement
programmes to address different learning styles of students,
especially those of Key Stage Two.

Infrastructure is constantly upgraded to support teaching
and learning initiatives such as iPads and Wi-Fi system.
Teachers’ subject expertise and collaborative practice
support a more relevant student-centred and flexible
curriculum, which allows students to show their strengths
in different aspects.

Sources of learning English are easily available from the
Internet. This motivates students to learn without
boundaries.

Threats

Teachers often find themselves receiving constant
pressure from parents.

Low persistence of students, especially those who
struggle, is a concern.
