
Approximately 98% of the packages inducted at the Destination Delivery Unit (DDU) are delivered to the receiver within one business day following the transfer to the USPS
*Transit times are longer to destinations outside of the US48; additional 1-2 weeks for AK, HI, and US territories; additional 1-2 months for APO/FPO

~40% of packages delivered by UPS
